ell, 2004 is shaping up
to be a busy year.

This
insurance program is one example of
how something intangible has become a
benefit we can now offer the member-
ship.

We have a new area championship
called North Central Area Champion-
ship to be held on Clear Lake, lowa. An
additional area championship was added
to the schedule to address the needs of
sailorsinthe middle ofthe country. There
are many Hobie sailors in this area who
are quite active racing their boats. So it
is great to be able to offer such a com-
petitive racing arena for this enthusiastic
group.

And there is some great news on the
boat manufacturing front! First, the H17
is back! After some long discussions
between the Hobie Class and the Hobie
Cat Co. the company has agreed to
continue production of the H17 on a
limited basis.

HCA Shares John’s LoOSS

Trish Bauldry, my wife, my best friend and my sailing partner, passed away on March 9, 2004 in Los Angeles, California
after along and courageous battle with complications due to cancer. She started her journey to eternal peace surrounded by
her family at her bedside.

Trish was born August 31, 1958 in Pontiac, Michigan. Her family moved to the South Bay area of Los Angelesin 1960. Trish
grew up in Redondo Beach, graduated from Redondo Union High School, UC Santa Barbara and the L.A. Institute of Fashion
and Design. We were married in 1989 and she was currently residing in Clarkston, Michigan.

Trish was the most courageous and incredible person that I've ever known. She has endured more pain and suffering in
her life thanthat of 10 people. She always cherished her family and friends and always put them first before herself. Her undying
love for family kept her going during the darkest of times. That fighting spirit kept her alive but eventually, her body could not.
Her final battle was multiple organ failure.

| surprised Trish when | made a trip to California this past Valentines Day. She was in pain and very uncomfortable after
a major surgery. But when | walked through the door with her valentine, balloons and flowers in hand, she glowed with the
brightest eyes and the biggest smile. Her doctors and family said no one person or medicine could ever do that - only you could.
That memory will be with me forever.

Trish loved the Hobie Way of Life whether going to weekend regattas, cross country trips to the Continentals or traveling
around the globe to the Worlds. She was my crew when we won our first regatta on our Hobie 18. Even when she was not
feeling well in the RV, she relished the time spent with our extended Hobie family knowing that they were close by. She always
let me sail unconditionally, knowing that it gave me joy. Some of our closest and dearest friends have been made through Hobie
sailing.

When she couldn’t sail anymore, she was always there to lend a hand... helping Fleet 204 and Tom Korz out of the “weeds”
at the Hobie 17 Continentals, or going to West Marine and buying extra chain and anchors at the MEGA, or sitting behind the
registration table at countless regattas, or entertaining in the evenings at the RV. She loved to cook and used us as guinea
pigs for the recipes she saw on the Food Network. She especially loved hertenure as NAHCA Co-Treasurer from 2001 to 2003.
She has touched the lives of so many and will be sorely missed.

A*“Wish for Trish” is her legacy. She was never comfortable with that title. Trish wanted to work with young people, teaching
them about the gift of life — about being an organ donor. She never got the chance. Her wish... fill out the back of your driver’s
license or other form to be an organ donor. That's easy. But most families are in disagreement about organ donation after
their loved one has passed. The hard part is talking to your family members NOW about your wishes as a donor. Let them
know ahead of time what you want to do.

Hobie Class Liability Insurance

We're pleased to announce the new
Hobie Class regatta liability insurance
policy! This policy is intended to replace
the regatta liability policies that many
Fleets presently purchase. In some
ways, this new policy provides more
extensive coverage than the policies
purchased by Fleets. Best of all, the
Hobie Class is providing this insurance
as a benefit of membership, at no cost
to Hobie Fleets or Hobie Class mem-
bers! Of course “some restrictions ap-
ply,” as noted below.

This policy is to protect Hobie Class
membersintheir capacity as volunteers,
while acting on behalf of the Hobie Class
Association, against lawsuits for bodily
injury and/or property damage at Hobie
Class sponsored racing and non-racing
events. This includes Hobie Fleet or
Division officers, Fleet members and
volunteers. It does not replace the
requirement for each boat owner to
carry their own personal liability and
physical damage insurance for their
vessel. This is still necessary, and
many major regattas are requiring proof
of personal liability insurance upon reg-
istration.

Policy requirements and restrictions:

All current members of the Hobie
Class are covered by this policy, with the
following exception. Members of
separately incorporated Fleets, includ-
ing non-profit corporations, must con-
tinue to obtain their own Fleet policies.
Incorporated Fleets are considered sepa-
rate legal entities, and unfortunately their
members cannot be covered under the
Hobie Class policy.

Larger, non-incorporated Fleets are
strongly encouraged to obtain their own
policies.

All event announcements or regatta
NORs must have areference to NAHCA
or Hobie Class as a co-sponsor.

Hobie Class Insurance Program
Frequently Asked Questions

Who is covered by this policy?

This policy provides bodily injury and property damage liability insurance for current members of the Hobie Class of North
America (aka NAHCA). It provides coverage for these members when they are working at Hobie Class events including
regattas, clinics and fun sails. Volunteers assisting at these events are covered as well.

Why are members of incorporated Fleets not covered by this policy?

Fleets that have incorporated, including 501c(3) non-profits, are considered separate legal entities and their members
cannot be included as a part of the Hobie Class policy when conducting activities for their Fleet. These members would,
however, be covered by the policy if conducting activities with another non-incorporated Fleet.

What are “larger, non-incorporated Fleets” & why should they get their own insurance?

Larger Fleets could potentially be considered a separate legal entity from the Hobie Class in a lawsuit. There is no specific
definition of what constitutes a large Fleet, but generally Fleets with 50 or more members would be considered large. Also,
this policy does not protect any funds a Fleet might have in a bank account, so Fleets with larger balances might want to get
their own insurance to protect their assets.

How do | get an additional insured certificate?

Are there any safety requirements of the policy?

Lifejackets must be worn on the water by participants at any youth events and clinics, and are strongly recommended for
all other events. Although there is no minimum number of support boats specified by the policy, the Hobie Class requires a
minimum of three support boats at any regatta, with five recommended. In general, safety is of paramount importance and
event organizers should take whatever steps needed to ensure safety for participants.

SAILOR ATHLETE ADVISORY COUNCIL
Dear Hobie sailors,

For the past two years | have been a member of the Sailor
Athlete Council at US SAILING representing you and all of the
other sailor athletes in the United States. What is a sailor
athlete? A sailor athlete is basically anyone who participates
in the sport at the national level. That means you!

By an act of Congress the US Government has mandated
that 20% of all committee members at US SAILING must be
sailor athletes. I'm not asking you to volunteer for anything but
I would like to ask all of you to register as a sailor athlete.

By having a larger number of registered athletes we will
basically have more political clout with US SAILING and be
more able to represent the needs of competitive sailors
around the country.

Sailor athletes are split into three categories.

This is how it breaks down for Hobie sailors: If you have
competed in the Continentals (that's most of you) you are a C
level athlete. If you placed in the top 1/3 of your regatta (with
the exception of the youth event) you are a B level athlete. If
you have competed in the Pan-American Games you are an
A level athlete.
